On 30™ March 2010, all our students met Mrs. Anson Chan, one of the
city's most important politicians. Mrs. Chan filled her speech with inspiring
views ranging from local politics to personal development. Questions from the
audience and student reporters added more ideas to this session.

In the 90 minute session, Mrs. Chan shared her views on local politics.
She explained how the one-country-two-systems policy, the rule of law and
the freedom of speech help Hong Kong to keep her position as Asia’s world
city. She explained the reasons why there should be democracy in Hong Kong
and how progress can be made.

Apart from politics, she expressed her interest in the education of our
students. In her plain yet elegant language, she reminded students to seize
every opportunity to make use of English. She ended her speech by stating
that education means acquiring the ability to judge right from wrong with the
best evidence available.

The face-to-face interaction between Mrs. Chan and our students
provided the opportunity for them to learn from her first-hand experience.
Similar learning programmes, such as the attachment program as assitants to
Legco Members, will give another precious opportunity for students to have
challenging experience and exposure.

Mrs. Chan kindly accepted our invitation to a private
interview after the talk. We discussed a variety of issues
ranging from the development of democracy in Hong Kong, to
the “post 80s™ generation to her secondary school life. Here is
an extract of our interview:

Q: Some people claim that the de facto referendum has led
to a tense relationship between mainland China and Hong
Kong. They say that it will adversely affect the political and
economic development of Hong Kong. Do you agree with
these opinions?

A: First of all, just look at the things that will affect the
relationship between the central government and Hong
Kong. One thing you should realize is that frequently in
Hong Kong the people in the left wing, or in the so-called
pro-China group do something or say various things in the
name of the central government, when I think it is nothing
of that sort. They are just trying to second-guess what they
think the central government may or may not like...You
have to understand that in mainland China, unlike Hong
Kong, you still have one party system. So under that sort
of scenario the party is ALL powerful. And the party’s
main preoccupation is to hang on to power... Anything
that threatens that power will be immediately criticized
or denounced, never mind if it is a real threat or just a
perceived threat. Again there’s a possibility of historical
effect that some people in the central government are very
afraid of the de facto referendum. What happens if all the 5
members of the legislative council are returned? That means
the referendum will have been successful. If it happens
here, what will happen in Guangzhou, Shanghai?...

the reason why I said to you: don’t be
sidetracked about whether it is
a referendum or a by-election.
It doesn’t matter what you call
it as long as you realize
what it achieves. It
allows a voter to use

the vote in his or

her hand to go and cast the vote

and say ‘I want a faster pace of democratization and therefore
I support the return of these 5 members of the Legislative
Council.” That is a very clear way of expressing your view.
That is why a high turnout on voting day is so important. Let
me also tell you that in no other country can an ordinary man
in the street mount a referendum. A referendum can only be
mounted by a government. And if the government had been
left alone to take its correct line, I think the government
would have stuck to its original mind because if you read
the newspaper, and you read what the HKSAR government
first said, the government’s line when this issue first emerged
was absolutely the correct line. The government said, this is
not a referendum, this is a by-election. But what do you see
happening? You see people criticizing so that in the eyes of the
people it has suddenly become a referendum. Much I think to
the annoying of the people who try their best to denounce it.
This is a good illustration of what I called ‘not knowing when
to leave well enough alone’... because you have given it such
prominence and so many people have come out and criticized
and the government has even discouraged people from
participating. You are turning something unreal into real... and
this is exactly what is happening in this de facto referendum.

experience for me. Mrs. Chan gave much advice to our students. I think it is useful. In
our daily life, we don’t know much about politics. Mrs. Chan gave us an eye-opening
opportunity to learn. She helped us know more about the constitutional development of
HK. In the Q&A session, I had the chance to listen to her opinions about Hong Kong’s
democratic development. From the talk and interview, I know that people of Hong Kong
enjoy freedom and rights. It is not like mainland China. I think we are lucky to live
in Hong Kong. It is because we have more freedom but for mainland Chinese people,
freedom is really precious. This was a wonderful chance for me.

During the interview, we were impressed by Mrs. Anson Chan’s great concern

. towards young generations. When she talked about how different the world we are living
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in now is, she frowned and leaned forward, stressing that we have to learn flexibility,
in this difficult world of changes. “You have to take an interest in what goes on in order
to be able to influence the government because the government ultimately affects your
everyday life, it affects your employment, it affects whether you can enjoy your rights
of freedom.” What comes to the reporter’s mind was that, she is already 70 years old,
she is not even sure whether she can live long enough to see real universal suffrage. So
why is she making all this effort? Forming the Citizens’ Commission on Constitutional
Development, writing articles for newspapers, giving talks from school to school...
etc. She’s not doing all these for herself, of course, she is doing this for the younger
generations. Her retirement does not mean less contribution to society. In fact, she is
contributing more by influencing people in a more direct way, with less distance. She
is still the servant of this society. And she does not ask for any return for that. All these
selfless acts of sacrifice are great evidence of her love towards Hong Kong.

When she was about to leave, we reporters expressed our admiration for her. Mrs
Anson Chan gave a heart-warming smile and said, ‘I’'m sure you all can do better than
me’. The interview was short. Of course, to us reporters, it would never be enough for all
our questions. However, the image of her genuine smile and inspiring words is definitely
. going to last long.

In November 2009, the S.6 Biology group students attended a talk, named “Pandemic! Where do New Infections
Come from?” given by Professor Chris Smith. Prof. Smith is a clinical lecturer in virology at Cambridge University. He
pointed out that change in environment, change in pathogen and change in host (i.e. human) are the main factors that bring
about new infectious diseases. Several examples were given to explain his theory.

Cheong won the third prize with
this remark in the Hong Kong
Institute of Education Motto
Writing Competition. In fact, this
saying is also her personal motto.
After teaching English for many
years in this school, Ms Cheong
took up a new challenge to work
as our new teacher librarian. To
her, she is still a teacher educating
students every day. Through lots of
vibrant initiatives and programmes
this year, the school reading culture
has become better established.
Now students do not just mainly
read books of fiction, but also
publications of diverse academic
disciplines. Students are more
aware of the importance of reading
regularly to equip themselves.

According to research, teacher
librarians generally feel frustrated
in Hong Kong as they feel their status and contribution to the school is not recognized. However,
Ms Cheong sees this post differently. She respects this position and knows how this job can be done
professionally to benefit all the students in the school. To this end, she is now humbly taking a 250-hour
Teacher Librarianship course. Before she took up the job, she understood perfectly that the job means
more room and autonomy for benefitting the school. She regards it as a golden opportunity to equip our
students for the 21* century when competent life-long on-line learners stand a better chance to excel.

Ms Cheong is often described as being creative. Nevertheless, she reminds us that that are creative
is not merely attempting to raise eyebrows. It does not just involve one’s cognitive potential, but also a
deliberate choice of one’s values and views of appropriate behaviour. It is undeniable that each well-done
job is only 10% of the whole task. All the insight, deliberate thought, thorough planning and loads of
concrete work make up 90 % of the whole task. Innovation never happens by chance.

Unfortunately, according to Yue (2000), in Chinese culture, certain characteristics that are judged
consistently as important for being a creative person (having original ideas, being innovative, imaginative
and individualistic) are also judged as having a relatively low value for a Chinese person to possess. If
a Chinese person opts for behaving more creatively, he or she has to be prepared to be condemned as an
indifferent non-conformist.

Obviously, Ms. Cheong has chosen to bring about lots of changes this year. She believes God is with
her in every step she takes. She believes God is changing people’s hearts. She believes if everyone puts
students’ benefits first, there is no problem that cannot be solved.

“We only live once in a lifetime. We have to shine like candles and make a difference in students’
lives”, she thinks. “This is my vocation as an educator”. In a seminar, she was told, “In doing this,
people may not praise you, but they will definitely learn from you.” “If my ultimate purpose is to bring
about changes, not to earn admiration, the satisfaction I derive from seeing the glorious fruit is enough
to outweigh the misunderstanding I endure,” Ms Cheong believes, “One day, they will understand.”
Somehow, Chinese need to learn to grow away from unfavourable Chinese thinking and social
conventions and conform to more effective practices if they want to see new phenomena.

First of all, home-schooling has a higher flexibility than normal schooling. It allows parents to provide tailor-
made schedules for their students. Unlike abiding by rigid school timetables, parents can, according to the special
needs and interests of their children, adjust the time and methods adopted for teaching various subjects. This can
increase the efficacy of the learning of every individual and is an obvious advantage of home-schooling over
school education.

Secondly, home-schooling can provide a more relaxing setting for students to study in. Students nowadays
are always saddled with a great deal of pressure from the innumerable tests and exams in school. I’d have to
admit that a moderate amount of pressure is a driving force for success. However, we’ve seen a surplus of it in the
contemporary school environment, which only impedes the academic development of students. Home-schooling
can relieve the burden on students by allowing them to study in a more relaxing environment.
