Dear Sir / Madam,

I am writing to express my opinion regarding whether the government should introduce a law which makes it
compulsory for all Hong Kong citizens to separate household waste. I am strongly for this law as a barrage of ideal effects
can be achieved in both the social aspect and environmental aspect.

First, concerning the social aspect, introducing the law can relieve the pressure on landfills. Nowadays, we depend
on three major landfills for holding the rubbish. These landfills, including the ones in Tseung Kwan O and Tuen Mun,
are going to reach their full capacity in no time. Imagine how can we survive when all landfills are saturated? Recently,
Mr Yau TW,, the chairman of the Environmental Department proposed that we could expand the Tseung Kwan O
landfill to Clear Water Bay Country Park. From my point of view, merely expanding the landfills is infeasible since it is
inevitable that people will keep on producing myriads of garbage every day. The newly expanded areas are going to be
crammed with waste within six years. However, introducing the law can coerce citizens to separate their rubbish so that
some recyclable materials will not reach the landfills. Actually, there are multifarious products that can be recycled or
reused. The sole problem is many of us are unwilling to take the initiative to sort them out, though it only costs us several
minutes to do so. Therefore, the smaller the amount of rubbish being dumped, the later the landfills reach their full
capacity.

What is more, in terms of environmental protection, enforcing the law can diminish the problem of solid waste
pollution. There are stunning figures showing how large amount of waste produced by us every day. Back in 1991, there
was 1.28 kilograms of waste disposed of per person per day. The amount has ascended to 1.36 kilograms by 2007. Among
them, over 80% are solid waste. When the waste is not treated properly, toxic gases such as methane will be generated.
Even worse, some waste is mistakenly disposed of through the water sources and thus results in uncontrollable water
pollution. As you may see, our environment suffers the most from our solid waste contamination. However, this plight
can be reversed after the implementation of the law. According to the spokesman of Friends of the Earth, if people had
practiced the way of sorting their household waste, the core sources of solid waste would have vastly declined. Thus, it is
patently possible that passing the law can reduce the amount of solid waste as well as minimize the impact of solid waste
pollution.

In addition, the law arouses the public’s awareness of environmental protection. With the law as a kind of reminder,
not only can we reduce the tension on landfill, but also the whole attitude of citizens regarding the environmental
problem may also be altered. The law is efficacious in raising our awareness of safeguarding our environment by a tiny
habit, and gradually developing into an entire lifestyle ultimately. To be blunt, many years ago, the government started a
campaign which summons the citizens to sort their waste and classify it into paper, aluminum cans and plastic. However,
some green organizations doubt whether the voluntary measure is effective as not many of us are practicing it. Hence,
stringent laws have to be enacted since the circumstance has not been reversed for many years. Such policy can definitely
ensure that the campaign does not exist only in name, but also is a collective effort from everyone’s contribution.

Although some people may argue that one of the drawbacks of such a law is causing inconvenience for the cleaner
crew to collect the rubbish, this is nothing worth worrying. On the contrary, if all citizens cooperate to obey the law, the
workmen can collect the garbage smoothly and effectively, just like in Taipei, where no one will collect the rubbish for
you if it is not sorted. Undoubtedly, we, citizens need to bear the responsibility in sorting our waste. It is irresponsible
and short-sighted of us if we refuse to do so sheer because we don’t bother to contribute such a tiny effort. As a matter of
fact, we can help save our planet by minimizing the adverse effects.

Allin all, enforcing a law that forces citizens to separate household waste is of paramount importance to our society.
Therefore, I hope all of us can work hand in hand to support the policy.
